A clinical psychologist was hired

late last year to advise on the

implementation of the programme.

This year, we have engaged in

two special projects. Firstly,

MINDSET is helping four NGOs

to enhance their services under

the Community Mental Health

Link programme for helping

ex-mentally ill individuals

reintegrate into the community.

By funding additional social

workers and direct services at

centres in areas of real need, such

as Tin Shui Wai, Tuen Mun and

Wong Tai Sin, MINDSET aims to

create impact on the lives of the

rehabilitated individuals and

their family members.

Secondly, MINDSET is supporting

the Department of Applied Social

Sciences of the Hong Kong

Polytechnic University in their

response to the Sichuan

earthquake, which shattered the

lives of many and put many others

through traumatic experiences.

The University is providing

remedial services and training on

post-disaster relief to help

mainland Chinese professionals

respond to the needs of the

earthquake survivors. This is a

huge task that will include trauma

counseling, the development of

support networks and the training

of local social workers.

To make MINDSET successful,

I have to thank the Advisers and

Steering Committee members for

their advice and support, and also

many other partners in the NGOs

and government agencies.

We believe, by working in such

partnerships, MINDSET can really

make a difference.

Key Areas of Support

A significant proportion of

MINDSET’s funding has gone to

the mentally-ill, people recovering

from mental illness and the ex-

mentally ill, representing more

than one-third of the total

spending last year. Direct services

such as counseling service, self-

help groups, vocational

assessment and training

workshops were provided

through the funding.

The importance of the network

supporting rehabilitated people

and the mentally ill was also

addressed with over 20% of the

funding being allocated to serve

the needs of the carers of the

mentally ill and to support

mental health professionals.

Carers benefited through

experience sharing and

knowledge obtained in mutual

support groups and training

sessions, while professional

practitioners in the mental health

sector in Hong Kong and

mainland China were provided

with training opportunities.

A major part of the funding,

up to 36%, was invested in

enhancing community awareness

on mental health related issues.

A prime example of this is the

successful in-school programme,

Health in Mind, which increases

the knowledge and awareness of

mental health issues amongst

young people, their parents and

teachers, and the public at large.

The annual City Orienteering event
organized by Jardine Ambassadors aims
to help the rehabilitated mentally ill to
rejoin the community.

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Job Training Programme

The job training programme

provides training opportunities

to rehabilitated patients and is

making good progress. Since its

launch in 2003, the programme

has benefited 459 rehabilitated

individuals, of whom 43 were

given individual training and 416

were assigned placements in

groups offered by Jardines’

businesses. Jardine Ambassadors

work with three NGOs, namely

Baptist Oi Kwan Social Service,

the Mental Health Association

of Hong Kong and the Phoenix

Clubhouse, to match the job

training opportunities with

individual business units.

About half of the participants

were able to rejoin the work-

force after going through the

training programme.

To encourage the hiring of more

ex-mentally ill throughout the

Group, MINDSET organized three

half-day workshops for a wide

range of Jardines employees

especially frontline managers,

inviting clinical psychologists,

doctors, occupational therapists

and social work professionals to

impart knowledge on how to work

with the ex-mentally ill. The
